The relocation of a 3.5-mile portion of Highway 87 between the Intracoastal Waterway and Keith 

Lake Pass was completed in 2022, meeting the rigorous Texas Department of Transportation 

standards. As part of the relocation construction project, pipelines were consolidated and 

upgraded including a portion of the City of Port Arthur’s waterline serving the Sabine Pass 

community. Port Arthur LNG invested more than $40 million with 35 local vendors in Jefferson 

County communities to procure needed materials and services. Additionally, the National Safety 

Council awarded Port Arthur LNG a Perfect Record Award in recognition of the more than 

1.7 million hours worked without a recordable safety incident.

The curriculum allows 

students hands-on experience raising chickens 

and building raised garden beds where 

they learn gardening basics and harvest 

their vegetables. The school aims to grow 

this program into the first Port Arthur 

area Future Farmers of America chapter, 

with plans to add small greenhouse kits, 

animal evaluation books used for vocational 

agriculture competitions, and other supplies to 

teach agriculture science and sustainability.
